LETTER FROM FR. RYSZARD

Referring to the Gospel of St. John from last Sunday, we are again at the beginning of Jesus' public activity. The Evangelist Luke
shows Him beginning the saving mission with the announcement of the Messianic coming, according to which the Messiah will
begin the so-called Great Jubilee of the forgiveness of all debts and sins of the chosen people. In this way, God's new reign wil

begin.

Such a jubilee, at least theoretically, existed in the minds and traditions of Old Testament Jews who were waiting for the
forgiveness of their debts so that they could start their lives anew with a clean slate after a period of falling into debt with their

kinsmen. There is a clear reference here to the prophet Isaiah, which Jesus uses when,
asked in the synagogue to read and comment on the words of Scripture, he selects a
fragment from this prophet, which cites the signs of the coming of the messiah: to the poor
he will bring good news (of salvation), to the prisoners he will proclaim freedom, recovery
of sight for the blind and setting the oppressed free, thus proclaiming the year of the Lord's
favor.

This means that with the coming of Jesus, a new period of God's forgiveness will begin,
which Jesus himself proclaims after reading these words in the synagogue. On this basis,
the Church of Christ began celebrating the great jubilees of the coming of the Messiah in the
person of Jesus Christ. And although not all Jews accepted Him, it does not change the fact
that He did not come and with His coming, from the cross, He inaugurated a new
distribution of God's mercy. Just such a jubilee began on Christmas Day last year; let us take
advantage of it by praying and visiting selected churches in our Archdiocese.

St. William School is one of the few Catholic schools in the Archdiocese of Chicago that continues its mission of educating children

New Year's resolution

An additional donation of $10, as part
of the second collection of every first
Sunday of the month, or any other weekend in the month
means that the fate of St. William Parish is in our hands

In the new year, on January 1, 2025, as part of New Year's resolu-
tions, I proposed to each family to increase our collection by $10 to
strengthen the budget of our parish (we call it "Out the Love of
St. William"), so that it would have permanent financial fluency.
If a parish is unable to demonstrate such fluency for a long time,
after some time the Archdiocese implements the process of
liquidating it, i.e. merging it with a larger parish unit, which gives it
a greater chance of later survival within the larger parish. This is
what the Renew My Church process has been doing in practice,
which has been operating in our Diocese for 7 years.

For several years, we have been doing everything to save our
parish, which was once eligible for closure. As you can see from
your family budgets, all fees and food are inevitably going up, and
collections are still at the pre 2006 offertory collection levels.
Hence my proposal to collect a second contribution every first
Sunday of the month to strengthen the budget of St. William Parish.
I don't require any special sacrifices beyond the means of every
household, an extra $10 each month. Bearing in mind the fact that
the parish has about 900 families, I proposed giving at least $10
from each family on the first Sunday of the month, or at any time
through the course of the month.

Then the budget of the entire parish, if each family gave this $10,
would increase to $9,000 per month, and annually to over
$100,000. This does not require too much sacrifice from anyone.
[ think that such a proposal of a New Year's resolution of $10 is
within our capabilities and means that the parish is still in our
hands.

I don't write about money often because it's a sensitive topic, but
that doesn't mean I shouldn't talk about it at all; otherwise,
everyone thinks there is no problem and no one knows what
financial condition we are in. Therefore, [ once again encourage all
families to make this New Year's resolution to give an additional
donation of $10 each month as part of the second collection on the
first Sunday or any Sunday of the same month.

Please use the pink envelopes you receive every 2 months in the
mail, if you are registered, if not, use the pink envelopes that can be
found in the pews of entrances of the church. For a long time, we
have been reporting the financial status of our weekly collections,
so you can have constant insight into how the parish looks finan-
cially.
